20. Insurance and Freight Expenses:

* Fach Party shall use its utmost efforts to
minimize the duration and consequences
of any failure of or delay in performance
resulting from force majeure.

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22. Assignment and Re-awarding:

The Seller cannot assign or subconfract part of
or all of the contract to a third party upon
securing the cargo to the Buyer.
