= As soon as the Seller informs the Buyer of
the final award, Seller must notify Buyer by e-
mail and in writing of the following
information:

21. Force Majeure:

carthquakes, storms, terrorism, acts or
attempted acts of piracy, tides or tidal waves,
explosions, accidents, radiation, or diseases,
Such party shall be released of the execution
of the delayed or prevented obligations caused
by such occurrence without liability on them
of any kind.
* Each Party shall use its utmost efforts to
minimize the duration and consequences of
any failure of or delay in performance
resulting from force majeure.
* The party rendered unable to perform due to
the above force majeure, shall promptly notify
the other party in writing, with the beginning
date, the circumstances of the force majeure
occurrence, and its end date, together with the
supporting documents.

22. Assignment and Re-awarding:
