MIC1 makes no warranties or representations regarding the quality, performance, functionality, or suitability of the Products for any purpose. BUYER accepts the Products “as is” and “where is” and assumes all responsibility for inspecting, testing, repairing, maintaining, and using the Products.

5.1.	BUYER shall fully indemnify MIC1, together with its officers, agents and employees, against any claims with respect to damages to property, loss and personal injury, including death, howsoever caused to any personnel, or which may be imposed on or incurred by MIC1 arising directly out of the negligent acts or omissions of BUYER, its agents, subcontractors, or employees during the performance of any work hereunder save to the extent caused by the direct negligence of MIC1 or its employees or agents.

5.2.	BUYER is solely and fully responsible for its assigned personnel, their remuneration, allowances, compensations, work emergencies, and any other rights and obligations that might arise during or on the occasion of their relationship with MIC1. BUYER must carry an insurance policy covering all his staff working on site during and in the occasion of shipping work process as well as damages caused by BUYER’s representative work on site.

5.3.	BUYER shall, at its sole expense, defend any suit based upon a claim or cause of action and satisfy any judgment that may be rendered against MIC1 related to the BUYER’s purchase, use, or disposal of the Products

5.4.	 BUYER will be still liable for any damages that happens on MIC1’ site and/or premises.
